                            Many times our non-Catholic friends challenge us by saying that they pray directly to Jesus,  
                            that they have a personal relationship, a direct line, the "Jesus and I ". Well, we have the  
                            same connection, but we have an additional advantage, Mary, mother of Jesus and the  
                            saints. We pray to Mary and the Saints and ask for their intercession. These are holy men 
and women who are in heaven with God and can present our case to Him. Being Catholic means we're in a 
family. It's not about me and Jesus, it's us and Jesus and the  "We " includes Mary and all the other saints. 
Therefore, the next time someone tells you that they do not agree on praying to the Saints, just remind them 
that we have the same connection with Jesus that they do, but that we also have our friends, Mary and the 
Saints who intercede for us. 
¿Sabía que ...  Muchas veces nuestros amigos que no son católicos nos desafían al decir que ellos le rezan              
directamente a Jesús, que tienen una relación personal, una línea directa, el "Jesus y yo". Nosotros         
tenemos la misma conexión, pero tenemos una ventaja adicional, María, Madre de Jesús y los Santos. Le 
rezamos a María y a los santos y les pedimos su intercesión. Estos son hombres y mujeres santas que están 
en el cielo con Dios y pueden presentarle nuestro caso. Ser católico significa que estamos en una familia. No 
se trata de yo y Jesús, somos NOSOTROS y Jesús y el "nosotros" incluye a María y a todos los demás san-
tos. Entonces, la próxima vez que  alguien te diga que no están de acueredo de orar a los santos, 
sólo recuérdales que tenemos la misma conexión con Jesus que ellos pero que también tenemos a nuestros 
amigos, Maria y los santos que interceden por nosotros.
